Calumet County 4-H Attendance Policy

Members are required to attend a minimum of 1/3 of their club’s annual meetings.  

· Members can be excused from 50% of their club’s total number of meetings.  Excused meetings do not count towards the attendance requirement.  

· Members need to be excused prior to the club meeting.

· Each club should decide how and who to call for excused absences.

· Approved excused absences include:  church related activity, school functions, work, illness, family emergencies, other scheduled 4-H activities.

· Clubs have the authority to set higher attendance requirements than this stated county policy.


· Youth who do not meet attendance requirements

· Will not be able to show at the county fair as a 4-H exhibitor

· Main Leaders will be expected to notify the 4-H Office about those members not meeting the attendance requirement.  By June 1st, the 4-H office will send a list of the enrolled members to the Main Leader of each club with a form to complete and return by August 1st.

· Will not be eligible for honor trips and awards the following year.

Example:   If a club holds 12 meetings, 4 meetings would require attendance by the member, 6 would need to be excused, leaving 2 that would be unaccounted for.
